Microsoft 
Excel spreadsheets are good for building an inventory and al-
low for quick searching of a particular detail (like finding an IP 
address for a VM). Microsoft Word’s ability to compare docu-
ments is great for tracking changes. Adobe PDF is a portable 
format that can be distributed and used in heterogeneous en-
vironments, as well as for information archival purposes.

Network
Discover and analyze your virtual network structure, 
including ESX Servers, virtual switches, networks and 
virtual machines. Check for possible problems caused by 
erroneous network configurations.

Storage
Discover all the details of local and shared datastores, 
and virtual machines that reside on them. See if LUNs are 
functioning correctly.

Storage Capacity
